This month’s meeting is this Thursday at 5:30pm.

The new pickup is now slated to be built on January 14™ and should be in our hands in about one
week after that. [ just hope they don’t lose it again.

The new drug testing policy went into effect on January 1*'. Four firefighters have already been
contacted and have been sent to Med-East for drug and alcohol testing. If you recall this is done
once a quarter every year with four random firefighters being sent over to Med-East to be tested
for both drugs and alcohol.

Treasurer Graven and 1 recently approved a new workman’s-comp provider to replace our old
carrier KACO (Kentucky Association of Counties). The new provider is KEMI, (Kentucky
Employer’s Mutual Insurance. Savings from switching providers is almost $8,000.00 a ycar.

P.M.

Minutes

The minutes of the December 12, 2007 meeting were reviewed. Jack Monohan
moved; Faye Ellerkamp seconded that the minutes be approved. The minutes
were approved unanimously.

Treasurer's Report

Jim Graven discussed the financial position of the District after six months of the
fiscal year. Jim reported that interest income for the year to date was $34,780.77.
Expenses for the six months were 51% of the budget and right on track. Jim also
discussed the current interest rates on CD'’s that ranged from 4.18% to 5.24%,
and that our current CD’s are currently divided among four local banks. As the
last of the large tax checks come in, Jim will work to keep our funds in the CD’s
with the best rates.

Chief's Report

Chief Seng reported on the following items:

The latest news on the needed changes in the Chapter 75 Ordinance was that
the proposed bill will probably include a required approval by the metro council
for tax rate increases.

The new Sport Trac pick-up pick up truck is expected to finally arrive this month.
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January 10, 2008, Trustee meeting:

Treasurer Jim Graven and Chief Seng have changed the department’s
workman's comp. insurance carrier to KEMI insurance resulting in a future
annual savings of $8,000 dollars.

The firefighters are painting the second floor before installation of the new carpet
begins.

Four firefighters were sent for a random drug testing in January under the
departments new drug policy. All passed.
