THE PUMP OPERATOR, ENGINEER, OR PHATEVER YOUR TITLE MAYBE, IS THE MO°T
IMPORTANT JOBS IN THE FIRE SERVICE, YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR DELIVERING FIRE
FIGHTERS AND EQUIPMENT SAFETY T0 THE FIRE3 AND THEN FURNISHING WATER TO THE
LINES AT THE PROPER PRESSURE FOR FIRE EXTINGUISEMENT.
