Chief William J. Seng reported on Fire Department
operations:

Due to power
outage, this owner had a lighted candle burning
which ignited the fire; no injuries; estimated
$100,000 property damage.
The second Cairns Iris camera has been ordered in
conjunction with Anchorage Fire District's order.
The Department has two large drums (courtesy of Hal
Clifford) to collect sweaters until February 21 in
cooperation with KET's and "Mr. Rogers Neighborhood
program" celebration of 30th anniversary. Sweaters
will be delivered to designated agencies such as
United Way and Family Resource Centers to be given
to needy families.

2) Received an offer from Anchorage Fire Department
to purchase hose bought new for $100 pe: section.
Following discussion David Dick moved to declare

the twelve sections of hose "surplus property"

and to accept the purchase offer of $1200; Faye
Ellerkamp seconded; motion passed.

Referred to architect's drawing of the brick exterior
for Station No. 1, and the architect's recommenda-
tion that the District should be ready to bid this
sometime in mid-March. During discussion, Chair
Dick reminded those present of the major expenses
facing the District -- "new facade" for Building
No. 1, retention program, major equipment, new
ramp, potential salary survey. The Chair refuted
the statement being circulated that "we have more
money than we know what to do with". The truth

is we don't have enough money to do everything

we want to do.
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4) Request permission to order 12 Saberlites @ $18.95
each - 227.40; 24 heavy Nomex hoods @ 18.80 ea -
451.20; 12 pr. NFPA gloves @ 39.94 pr - 479.28;
total $1,157.88. Permission granted; these are
normal replacements, budgeted under equipment.

5) Request approval of the following items:

a. Conference registration for EMS seminar -$2,000
b. PULSE Video-training tapes for 1998 - 936
c. Snow blade for 2692 - 3,200
d. Replacement vehicle for 1989 Ford

with 4x4 utility vehicle -30.000

Following discussion, Doug Mitchell moved to approve
the expenditures a, b and c listed above, with the exception
of d, replacement vehicle at $30,000; total cost $6,136; David
Dick seconded, motion passed.

Moved and seconded to go into Executive Session at 8:05 pm
for discussion of personnel matters.

Trustees returned to regular session at 8:30 pm. Chair
David Dick movedthe LOSAP be terminated as of December 31, 1997.
Anybody with accrued benefits be offered if they wish to receive
cash at the current time if they wish to receive 85% of their
accrued vested benefit; or the District will purchase the annuity
as promised in the original plan and the only thing we will ask is
as each person accepts he signs a release at the time; seconded by
Doug Mitchell; 4 "aye" wvotes one abstention; motion passed.
